Listen to Another in the Fire by Hillsong. Make a list of the things in your life that seem hard 
right now - school, friendships, bullies, whatever they may be. Kneel and bow down before the 
One True God and ask Him to meet you in those areas of your life, to be with you “in the fire.”

• What did King Nebudchanezzar tell them in verses 13-15?
• What was their response in verse 16?
• Even if God chose not to save them, they would not disobey God’s law - do you think that

you would be able to have that kind of faith?

Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego ended up in a pretty tough situation. We might not get 
stuck in a fiery furnace, but sometimes when hard things happen we can feel like we’re stuck 
in the mud and need help.

Create your own unique mud poster to remind you of how God was with them in the fiery 
furnace and how He is with you. Make the mud paint by mixing equal parts glue and water in 
the bowl, then add some dirt and mix it with the plastic spoon. Mix the paint gently so it 
doesn't splash!

Paint a scene from our story onto construction paper with the mud mixture. Place this unique 
poster in your room as a reminder that God is with you in all of your hard situations!
